826 Boston’s youth writers have published their work in The New 
York Times, The Boston Globe, and in numerous award-winning 826 Boston books, including A Place for 
Me in the World, which was hailed as a “triumph of middle school education” by The Boston Globe. 826

Primary responsibilities: 
 

• Coordinate training and support to volunteer tutors in the 826 Boston After-School Program; 

• Support the administration of surveys to volunteers to gather feedback for program 
improvement; 

• Conduct outreach sessions at local colleges and universities, especially targeting minority 
volunteers. 

• Assist in the administration of program surveys and monitor student progress and 
engagement; coordinate reenrollment; 

• Provide support on publication project administrative tasks, such as tracking student progress; 
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• Support the tracking of student progress in the reading program with the use of informal 
assessments and available school report cards;  

• Identify and obtain materials and strategies to support students in academic areas of need; 

• Gather communication from teachers and school specialists to create continuity between 
identified needs and intervention.
