Muñiz Academy:
Margarita Muñiz Academy opened in 2012 as
the district's first bilingual high school. Modeled
on the success of the Rafael Hernández School,
the Muñiz offers college preparatory, culturally
relevant two-way bilingual curriculum that
provides students with the 21st century skills
necessary for success in higher education and
beyond. The Muñiz has three critical platforms
for dual language learning that share the core
value of social justice through authentic
connections to the community: expeditionary
learning, the arts, and technology. 



Check-In Procedure:
Enter the Muñiz using the main set of doors on Child Street. The doorbell is located to the right
of the doors. Visitors must sign-in in the main office. When you enter, go up a half-flight of stairs
and enter the first door on your left.

Monumental Market is a bakery and coffee shop
located at 36 South street on the corner of South and

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Public Transportation:
The Muñiz is a 12-minute walk from Forest
Hills Station and the 51 bus, and a 5-minute
walk from the 39 bus

Parking:
Limited street parking is available on Child
Street and surrounding side streets, but be
mindful of the signs with scheduled street
cleaning days. 

Accessibility
The Muñiz's main entrance has an accessible ramp. The Writers' Room is on the second floor.
Elevator access is available with a key card. There is a fridge and microwave in the ground floor
teachers' lounge.
